SUCH STOCK OWNED BY HIM OR THEM, SHALL FIRST OFFER IT TO THE REMAINING
COMMON SHAREHOLDERS, IN THE MANNER FOLLOWING:

HE SHALL NOTIFY REMAINING SHAREHOLDERS OF HISDESIRE TO SELL OR TRANSFER
BY NOTICE IN WRITING, WHICH NOTICE SHALL CONTAIN THE PRICE AT WHICH HE IS
WILLING TO SELL OR TRANSFER AND THE NAME OF ONE ARBITRATOR. THE
REMAINING SHAREHOLDERS SHALL WITHIN THIRTY (30) DAYSHEREAFTER EITHER
ACCEPT THE OFFER, OR BY NOTICE TO HIM IN WRITING, NAME A SECOND
ARBITRATOR, AND THESE TWO SHALL NAME A THIRD. IT SHALL THEN BE THE DUTY
OF THE ARBITRATORS TO ASCERTAIN THE VALUE OF THE STOCK, AND IF ANY
ARBITRATOR SHALL NEGLECT OR REFUSE TO APPEAR AT ANY MEETING APPOINTED
