ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

THIRD. THE SPECIFIC PURPOSE OR PURPOSES FOR WHICH THE CORPORATION IS
ORGANIZED ARE:

THE CORPORATION SHALL EXIST ASA NONPROFIT CORPORATION UNDER THE LAWS

OF THE STATE OF RHODE ISLAND.

THE CORPORATION SHALL PROVIDE FOR THE ADMINISTRATION, OPERATION,
MANAGEMENT, MAINTENANCE, PRESERVATION, AND CONTROL OF THE LANPHEAR
LIVERY CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION, IN THE TOWN OF WESTERLY, COUNTY OF
WASHINGTON, STATE OF RHODE ISLAND, ESTABLISHED PURSUANT TO THE RHODE
ISLAND CONDOMINIUM ACT.

THE CORPORATION SHALL EXERCISE AND PERFORM ALL THE OBLIGATIONS AND
DUTIES OF THE "ASSOCIATION OF UNIT OWNERS' AND THE "EXECUTIVE BOARD" OF
LANPHEAR LIVERY CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION, INC. ASTHESE TERMS ARE USED
| IN THE RHODE ISLAND CONDOMINIUM ACT.




THE CORPORATION SHALL EXERCISE ALL POWERS AND PERFORM ALL DUTIES
IMPOSED UPON IT BY THE DECLARATION OF CONDOMINIUM FOR LANPHEAR
LIVERY

CONDOMINIUM, AND AS SUCH DECLARATION MAY HEREAFTER BE AMENDED.

THE BY-LAWS OF THE CORPORATION SHALL BE THE BY-LAWSATTACHED TO THE
DECLARATION ASEXHIBIT B. SUCH BY-LAWS SHALL HAVE FULL FORCE AND EFFECT

IN EVERY AREA NOT INCONSISTENT WITH THESE ARTICLES, THE DECLARATION OF
CONDOMINIUM FOR LANPHEAR LIVERY CONDOMINIUM, THE RHODE ISLAND
CONDOMINIUM ACT, OR THE STATE OF RHODE ISLAND NONPROFIT CORPORATION
ACT.

THE STATEMENT OF CORPORATE POWERS AND PURPOSES SHALL BE BROADLY
CONSTRUED TO EFFECTUATE THE CORPORATE PURPOSES.

FOURTH. PROVISIONS, IF ANY, NOT INCONSISTENT WITH THE LAW, WHICH THE
INCORPORATORS ELECT TO SET FORTH IN THESE ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
FOR

THE REGULATION OF THE INTERNAL AFFAIRS OF THE CORPORATION ARE:

A. THIS CORPORATION IS ORGANIZED AND SHALL BE OPERATED EXCLUSIVELY FOR
EXEMPT PURPOSES WITHIN THE MEANING OF SECTION 501(C)(3) OF THE CODE. NO
PART OF THE NET EARNINGS OF THIS CORPORATION SHALL INURE TO THE BENEFIT
OF, OR BE DISTRIBUTABLE TO, ITSMEMBERS, DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, OR OTHER
PRIVATE PERSONS, EXCEPT THAT THE CORPORATION SHALL BE AUTHORIZED AND
EMPOWERED TO PAY REASONABLE COMPENSATION FOR SERVICES RENDERED AND
TO0

MAKE PAYMENTS AND DISTRIBUTIONS IN FURTHERANCE OF THE PURPOSES SET
FORTH IN ARTICLE THIRD HEREOF. NO SUBSTANTIAL PART OF THE ACTIVITIES OF
THE CORPORATION SHALL BE THE CARRYING ON OF PROPAGANDA, OR OTHERWISE
ATTEMPTING TO INFLUENCE LEGISLATION, AND THE CORPORATION SHALL NOT
PARTICIPATE IN, OR INTERVENE IN (INCLUDING THE PUBLISHING OR

DISTRIBUTION OF STATEMENTS) ANY POLITICAL CAMPAIGN ON BEHALF OF (ORIN
OPPOSITION TO) ANY CANDIDATE FOR PUBLIC OFFICE. NOTWITHSTANDING ANY
OTHER PROVISION OF THESE ARTICLES, THE CORPORATION SHALL NOT CARRY ON
ANY OTHER ACTIVITIES NOT PERMITTED TO BE CARRIED ON (A) BY A
CORPORATION EXEMPT FROM FEDERAL INCOME TAX UNDER SECTION 501(C)(3) OF




THE CODE, OR (B) BY A CORPORATION, CONTRIBUTIONS TO WHICH ARE
DEDUCTIBLE UNDER SECTION 170(C)(2) OF THE CODE. IN THE EVENT THAT THE
CORPORATION ISA PRIVATE FOUNDATION ASTHAT TERM IS DEFINED IN SECTION
509 OF THE CODE, THEN NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISIONS OF THE
ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION OR THE BY-LAWS OF THE CORPORATION, THE
FOLLOWING PROVISIONS SHALL APPLY':

THE CORPORATION SHALL DISTRIBUTE THE INCOME OF EACH TAXABLE YEARAT
SUCH TIME AND IN SUCH MANNER ASNOT TO BECOME SUBJECT TO THE TAX ON
UNDISTRIBUTED INCOME IMPOSED BY SECTION 4942 OF THE CODE.

THE CORPORATION SHALL NOT ENGAGE IN ANY ACT OF SELF DEALING AS DEFINED
IN SECTION 4941(D) OF THE CODE; NOR RETAIN ANY EXCESS BUSINESS HOLDINGS
ASDEFINED IN SECTION 4943(C) OF THE CODE, NOR MAKE ANY INVESTMENTSIN
SUCH MANNER ASTO INCUR TAX LIABILITY UNDER SECTION 4944 OF THE CODE;
NOR MAKE ANY TAXABLE EXPENDITURES AS DEFINED IN SECTION 4945(D) OF THE
CODE.

B. WITHOUT IN ANY WAY LIMITING THE FOREGOING, THE CORPORATION

SHALL HAVE THOSE POWERS GRANTED BY SECTION 7-6-5 OF THE GENERAL LAWS
OF

RHODE ISLAND, 1956, ASAMENDED (THE "RHODE ISLAND GENERAL LAWS").

C. THE CORPORATION SHALL BE A MEMBERSHIP CORPORATION AND SHALL
HAVE NO AUTHORITY TO ISSUE CAPITAL STOCK.

D. THE AFFAIRS AND BUSINESS OF THE CORPORATION SHALL BE MANAGED BY
A BOARD OF DIRECTORS. EACH MEMBER OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS SHALL HAVE

ONE VOTE. THE DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS OF THE CORPORATION, TERMS OF
OFFICE, METHOD OF SELECTION, RESPECTIVE DUTIES, AND ALL THINGS
PERTAINING THERETO, ARE DEFINED AND ESTABLISHED BY THE BY-LAWS OF THE
CORPORATION.

E. UPON DISSOLUTION, AFTER PAYING OR MAKING PROVISION FOR THE
PAYMENT OF ALL OF THE LIABILITIES OF THE CORPORATION, THE ASSETS OF THE
CORPORATION SHALL BE DISTRIBUTED FOR ONE OR MORE EXEMPT PURPOSES
WITHIN

THE MEANING OF SECTION 501(C)(3) OF THE CODE, OR SHALL BE DISTRIBUTED

TO THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT, OR A STATE OR LOCAL GOVERNMENT,
EXCLUSIVELY

FOR A PUBLIC PURPOSE.

F. THE CORPORATION SHALL HAVE THE POWER TO INDEMNIFY, TO PAY
EXPENSESTO, AND TO PURCHASE AND MAINTAIN INSURANCE FOR ITS DIRECTORS,
OFFICERS, AND OTHER PERSONS TO THE FULL EXTENT PERMITTED BY THE LAW OF
THE STATE OF RHODE ISLAND, BUT ONLY TO THE EXTENT THAT THE STATUS OF
THE CORPORATION AS A CORPORATION EXEMPT UNDER SECTION 501(C)(3) OF THE
CODE SHALL NOT BE AFFECTED THEREBY. A DIRECTOR OF THE CORPORATION
SHALL

NOT BE PERSONALLY LIABLE TO THE CORPORATION ORTO ITSMEMBERS FOR
MONETARY DAMAGES FOR BREACH OF FIDUCIARY DUTY AS A DIRECTOR, EXCEPT
FOR

LIABILITY ASMAY BE PROVIDED IN THE BY-LAWS OF THE CORPORATION.
