not—parmitted to be carried on (a) by ap organization exempt from federal income tax
under gection 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of
any future federal tax code, or (b) by an organization, contributions ot which are

deductihle under sectiop 170(c3)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code, or correspending
section of any future federal tax code.
