ARTICLE |
The name of the corporation is Local Return

ARTICLE Il
The period of its duration is X Perpetual

ARTICLE Il

The specific purpose or purposes for which the corporation is organized are:

TOBUILD COMMUNITY WEALTH IN RHODE ISLAND, PARTICULARLY IN
NEIGHBORHOODS THAT HAVE EXPERIENCED

HISTORICAL DISINVESTMENT; TO BUILD THE LOCAL COMMUNITY INVESTMENT
ECOSYSTEM; TO ADVOCATE FOR LOCAL

POLICIES AND PRACTICES THAT SUPPORT A VIBRANT AND JUST LOCAL ECONOMY ;
AND TO INCREASE COMMUNITY

AWARENESS.

ARTICLE IV

Provisions, if any, not inconsistent with the law, which the incorporators elect to set forth in these articles of
incorporation for the regulation of the internal affairs of the corporation are:

A.ATALL TIMES, THE CORPORATION SHALL OPERATE EXCLUSIVELY FOR
CHARITABLE AND EDUCATIONAL PURPOSESWITHIN THE MEANING OF SECTION 501
(C©)3 OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1986, AS

AMENDED (THE “CODE"), OR THE CORRESPONDING PROVISION OF ANY FUTURE
UNITED STATES INTERNAL REVENUE LAW.

B. NO PART OF THE NET EARNINGS OF THE CORPORATION SHALL INURE TO THE
BENEFIT OF, OR BE DISTRIBUTED TO, ANY MEMBER, DIRECTOR, OR OFFICER OF THE
CORPORATION OR TO ANY OTHER PRIVATE PERSON.

HOWEVER, THE CORPORATION SHALL BE AUTHORIZED TO PAY REASONABLE
COMPENSATION FOR SERVICES RENDERED, AND TO MAKE PAYMENTS AND
DISTRIBUTIONS IN FURTHERANCE OF ITS PURPOSES.

C. THE CORPORATION SHALL NOT PARTICIPATE OR INTERVENE IN (INCLUDING
THROUGH THE PUBLICATION OR DISTRIBUTION OF STATEMENTS) ANY POLITICAL
CAMPAIGN ON BEHALF OF ANY CANDIDATE FOR PUBLIC

OFFICE.

D. NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF THESE ARTICLES, THE




CORPORATION SHALL NOT CARRY ON ANY ACTIVITY NOT PERMITTED TO BE
CARRIED ON BY AN ENTITY EXEMPT FROM FEDERAL INCOME TAXATION

UNDER SECTION 501(C)3 OF THE CODE.

E. IN FURTHERANCE OF ITSCHARITABLE AND EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES, THE
CORPORATION ISAUTHORIZED TO:

(1) DEVELOP, CONDUCT, ADMINISTER, AND COORDINATE PROGRAMS THAT PROVIDE
SERVICES, FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE, RESEARCH, TRAINING, AND OTHER ACTIVITIES
THAT ARE NECESSARY OR HELPFUL IN BUILDING

COMMUNITY WEALTH IN RHODE ISLAND;

(1) PUBLISH AND SHARE COMMUNICATIONS MATERIALSTO RAISE AWARENESS
AMONG MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC;

(1) MAKE GRANTS OF ANY PART OF ITSFUNDS AND PROPERTY IN FURTHERANCE
OF ITS PURPOSES; AND

(V) DO ANY AND ALL OTHER THINGS DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY IN FURTHERANCE
OF THE FOREGOING, TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED UNDER SECTION 501(C)(3) OF THE
CODE AND THE LAWS OF THE STATE OF RHODE

ISLAND.

F. IN CARRYING OUT THE FOREGOING, THE CORPORATION SHALL HAVE ALL
POWERS NECESSARY OR INCIDENTAL TO ITS PURPOSES, CONSISTENT WITH THE
POWERS OF A CORPORATION FORMED UNDER CHAPTER 7-6 OF

THE GENERAL LAWS OF RHODE ISLAND, INCLUDING (BUT NOT LIMITED TO) THE
FOLLOWING POWERS:

(1) TO RAISE FUNDS AND TO RECEIVE GRANTS, GIFTS, AND BEQUESTS FROM ANY
SOURCE;

(1) TOBUY, ACQUIRE, HOLD, RETAIN, SELL, AND OTHERWISE DISPOSE OF PROPERTY
OF ANY NATURE WHATSOEVER;

(111) TO CONTRACT WITH, AND OTHERWISE FORM ALLIANCESWITH, OTHER
PERSONS, AGENCIES, OR ORGANIZATIONS OF EVERY KIND;

(V) TO BORROW OR LEND MONEY, AND TO PLEDGE AND RECEIVE PLEDGES OF
PROPERTY ASCOLLATERAL; AND

(V) TO ADMIT MEMBERS AND TO RECEIVE DUES FROM MEMBERS.

G. SUBJECT TO APPLICABLE PROVISIONS OF LAW, THE CORPORATION MAY AT ANY
TIME, UPON THE AFFIRMATIVE VOTE OF AT LEAST TWO-THIRDS OF ITS DIRECTORS,
DISSOLVE. UPON SUCH DISSOLUTION, ALL OF THE

ASSETS OF THE CORPORATION, AFTER PROVISION FOR PAYMENTS FO ALL DEBTS
AND JUST OBLIGATIONS, SHALL BE CONTRIBUTED TO ONE OR MORE OF THE
FOLLOWING, IN THE DISCRETION OF THE DIRECTORS:

(1) AN ORGANIZATION HAVING GOALS AND CHARACTER SIMILARTO THE
CORPORATION, PROVIDED THAT SUCH ORGANIZATION IS ORGANIZED AND
OPERATED EXCLUSIVELY FOR CHARITABLE, EDUCATION, OR SCIENTIFIC
PURPOSES WITHIN THE MEANING OF SECTION 501(C)(3) OF THE CODE, AND WHICH
SHALL AT THAT TIME QUALIFY AS AN ORGANIZATION EXEMPT FROM TAXATION
UNDER THAT SECTION; OR

(1IN THE CITY OF PROVIDENCE, FOR A PUBLIC PURPOSE; OR

(111) THE STATE OF RHODE ISLAND, FOR A PUBLIC PURPOSE.
