or lessee (including any option to purchase thereunder) and under any one or more agreements
pursuant to which the Debtor agrees to purchase any assets or capital stock of, or equity interest
in, any person or entity, and under any other agreement in connection therewith (including
without limitation, any rights of indemnification, contribution and/or subrogation thereunder);

DEFINITIONS

to the Debtor from whatever source arising; all rights of Debtor to receive any payments in
money or kind; payment intangibles, ail guaranties of Accounts and security therefor; all cash or
non-cash Proceeds of all of the foregoing; all of the right, title and interest of Debtor in and with
respect to the goods, services or other property which gave rise to or which secure any of the
accounts and insurance policies and proceeds relating thereto, and all of the rights of the Debtor
as an unpaid seller of goods or services, including without limitation, the rights of stoppage in
transit, replevin, reclamation and resale; and all of the foregoing, whether now existing or
hereafter created or acquired.

“Code” shall mean the Uniform Commercial Code as the same may be in effect from
time to time in the State of Rhode Island.

“Contract Rights” to the extent not included in the definition of Accounts, shall mean
the rights to payment or performance under a Contract not yet earned by performance and not
evidenced by an instrument or chattel paper.

“Contract” or “Contracts” shall mean all contracts (including but not limited to
research contract in progress or hereafter obtained), agreements and other undertakings of any
nature whatsoever pursuant to which the Debtor has entered into a sale or agreement to sell or
